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Expected Progeny Differences 
(EPDs) are one of the most 
valuable tools producers have 

at their disposal when it comes to 
genetically moving a herd forward, 
but it is also a tool that is often not 
completely understood by some. 
Without a solid foundation and 
understanding of what each EPD can 
deliver to your herd, the numbers can 
be confusing. That’s why we sat down 
with Dr. Mark Allan, Allan Genetic 
Solutions, to create a “cheat sheet” 
for this month’s commercially focused 
Charolais Journal issue. In this article, 
Allan doesn’t just share what the EPD 
is, he shares why a commercial cattle 
producer should care about it. 

WHAT IS AN EPD
An EPD predicts the average genetic 

difference in performance of a sire’s 
or dam’s offspring compared to others 
in the breed. That prediction, based on 
pedigree, performance records, and 
more recently, genomics, provides a 
producer with a genetic roadmap to 
follow to improve herd performance 
traits.

“Simply stated, an EPD is a prediction 
of the animal’s genetic merit,” Allan 
explains. “It allows you to strip away as 
much environmental noise as possible 
and focus on genetic differences.”

For commercial ranchers, leveraging 
the predictive power of EPDs not only 
moves the herd in the direction the 
producer desire – it elevates the quality 
of sleep during calving season; the 
investment made in retained heifers 
and, most importantly, the profi tability 
returned to the ranch. 

And, as Allan explains, the goal for 
all herds is profi tability, such traits 
as calving ease, growth, maternal 
performance and carcass quality, are 
all components in a system trying to do 
more with less. Today’s EPDs provide 
important tools that allow cattlemen 
to make a more informed decision 
with a higher probability of predicting 
the genetic gains for their selection 
program. 

CALVING AND MATERNAL 
FOUNDATION

The starting point in most bull 
selection conversations is Calving 
Ease Direct (CED). CED is expressed 
as a difference in percentage of 
unassisted births in fi rst calf heifers. A 
higher value indicates greater calving 
ease. It predicts the average difference 
in unassisted births with which a sire’s 
calves will be born when bred to fi rst-
calf heifers.

This EPD measures the likelihood a 
sire’s calves will be born unassisted. 

“You can have bigger calves that 
have no problem being born. You can 
also have smaller calves that have 
issues – birthweight, alone is only 
part of the outcome. Calving Ease is 
accounting for traits like the shape of 
the calf which includes head size and 
skeletal width,” he says. 

“A higher number means fewer 
midnight pulls and less stress during 
calving season.”

Birth Weight (BW) is the expected 
difference in average birth weight 
(pounds) of progeny. Birth weight 
refl ects prenatal growth and is an 
important component of calving ease; 
it directly infl uences the birth weight 
of the calves. And while it’s important 
to stay away from a high birthweight 
on heifers, extremely small calves may 
struggle in extreme conditions at birth 
and may not meet to match sale day 
goals for an operation. There are both 
pros and cons to selecting at either 
end of the birth weight range within a 
breed. Allan cautions against extremes. 

“A producer has to make a decision 
of what is too low or too high. Start the 
decision process with how calving has 
been going in recent years. If you’re 
happy with the lack of assistance 
you’re providing during calving, you’re 
probably already buying bulls with birth 
weights and calving EPDs where they 
need to be,” Allan explains. “If you feel 
like you’re having to help too many 
females at calving, you need to shift 
your birth weight EPD selection down 

and calving ease up on the bulls you 
purchase. 

Unlike the CED EPD, a lower BW EPD 
number is typically a good thing. 

Both BW and CED are critical 
factors as producers in bull selection 
for producing the next generation of 
replacement heifers. Allan shares that 
his recommendation includes setting 
thresholds, not always going for the 
highest or lowest based on the trait or 
the index. 

Allan also looks at Maternal Calving 
Ease (MCE). MCE is expressed as a 
difference in percentage of unassisted 
births in fi rst calf daughters. A higher 
value indicates greater calving ease. 
It predicts the average difference in 
unassisted births with which a sire’s 
daughters will calve as fi rst-calf heifers 
when compared to daughters of other 
sires. 

“Direct calving ease is important 
on the sire as it relates to his calves at 
birth. Maternal calving ease is about 
his daughters’ ability to lay down and 
have a calf,” Allan clarifi es. One of the 
traits that would contribute to MCE is 
pelvic size. The EPD is a good indicator 
of adequate pelvic area but should not 
replace a pelvic measurement if being 
used. 

For producers keeping replacements, 
selecting for this trait is a good hedge 
for how their calving seasons will go 
three to ten years down the road. A bull 
with a +4 MCE EPD would be expected 
to calve unassisted 6% more often than 
a heifer with a -2 MCE EPD. 

A higher, positive number is an 
indication that the sire’s daughter should 
require minimal calving assistance. 

Allan also encourages producers to 
not overlook udder and teat scores. 
Over the past 10 years, Charolais 
breeders have amassed a sizable udder 
teat score database. Udder soundness 
is a major factor in determining cow 
longevity, and poor udder quality can 
contribute to calf mortality, increased 
labor requirements, and more frequent 
animal handling. The Teat Size EPD 
(TEAT) is expressed in units of teat size

Udder Suspension EPD (UDDER), is 
expressed in units of udder suspension 
score, with a higher EPD indicating a 
sire will produce daughters with tighter 
udder suspension compared to that of 
other sires’ daughters.

With high cull prices over the past 
two years, many herds are younger, and 
fewer cows are surviving long enough 
for udder breakdowns to be obvious. 
That makes these functional traits 
more critical when purchasing a sire. 

“Set thresholds for functional traits 
to avoid problems down the road, 
with the costs of replacement heifer 
development being extremely high, 
longevity equals profi tability.,” Allan 
advises. 

Finally, the Maternal Milk EPD (Milk) 
is the genetic ability of a sire’s or dam’s 
daughters to express in pounds of 
weaning weight in her calves due to 
her maternal ability through mothering 
instinct and milk.

 A calf that hits the ground 
unassisted with a healthy birth weight 
can still fall short on weaning day if the 
dam fails to produce the milk calories 
and quantity it needs to meet its 
genetic potential. On the other hand, 
a heifer that produces an exorbitant 
amount of milk creates a calorie burden 
for a producer year-round, not just 
while she’s milking. Both scenarios are 
costly. 

The Charolais breed averages an 
EPD of 24. 

 “If she’s a 40 for milk, she may milk 
too much, eat more feed, and come up 
open. My attitude is stay away from 
extremes and fi nd the range that works 
in your herd,” Allan says. 

“The right level of milk should fi t the 
forage base and management style. Too 
much milk increases maintenance costs 
and can leave cows thin at breeding, 
but too little reduces calf growth. For 
commercial herds, I recommend staying 
close to breed average to balance 
performance for both the cow and the 
calf.”

GROWTH AND FUNCTIONAL 
TRAITS THAT PAY

The AICA Terminal Sire Index (TSI) is 
a formal method of combing Expected 
Progeny Differences (EPD) – BW, WW, 
YW, REA, CW, MARB and FAT – into one 
single value on which to base selection 
decisions. The TSI uses estimates of the 
genetic relationships between traits with 
an economic default value based on 
three-year rolling USDA data.

The TSI represents a dollar index 
per terminal progeny produced for a 
bull in the AICA database, ranking them 
for profi t potential. This dollar index is 
to be interpreted much like single trait 
EPD. For example, if Sire A’s index is 
$191.66 and Sire B’s index is $200.00, 
then we would expect Sire B’s offspring 
to average $8.34 more net return 
($200.00 minus $191.66) than Sire A’s 
offspring.

If your market is selling feeder calves 
or retaining ownership, few breeds 
match Charolais for Weaning Weight 
(WW) and Yearling Weight (YW).

Weaning Weight EPD (WW) is the 
expected difference in average weaning 
weight of calves. The evaluation refl ects 
the genetic infl uence on pre-weaning 
growth rate. While Yearling Weight 
EPD (YW) is the expected difference in 
average yearling weight of progeny. The 
evaluation refl ects genetic infl uence on 
both pre-weaning and post-weaning 
growth rate.

 Allan notes that for his operation, 
more is always better, however, he 
cautions, “Charolais sires consistently 
add weight and performance – most 
all Charolais cattle are delivering extra 
weaning and yearling weight in relation 
to red meat yield,” he says. “For me, 
yearling weight is everything because I 
retain ownership and want the heaviest 
carcass weight I can get. But that 
works because I live in Iowa where feed 
resources aren’t limiting.” 

The lesson: don’t chase the biggest 
numbers without considering what your 
environment can sustain.

Profi tability often comes down to 
what happens at the packing plant, 
where carcass traits matter. 

Carcass 
Weight EPD 
(CW) is the 
expected 
progeny 

differences for Carcass Weight is a 
predictor of pounds of retail product 
at a constant age endpoint. Selection 
for increased values should result in 
heavier carcasses, while selection 
for decreased values should result in 
lighter carcass weights at the same 
age endpoint. Carcass Weight EPD are 
expressed in pounds and is a predictor 
of the differences in hot carcass weight 
between parents progeny at an age 
constant endpoint.

Ribeye Area EPD (REA) Ribeye area 
is measured from a cross-sectional 
area of the longissimus dorsi muscle 
at the 12th rib. Ribeye area is a major 
component of the USDA yield grade 
equation and selection for increased 
ribeye area should result in larger 
ribeye’s and lower yield grades between 
animals with the same carcass weight. 
Ribeye area has a positive relationship 
with weight, the larger the animal the 
larger the ribeye area. Ribeye Area EPD 
are expressed in square inches and is a 
predictor of differences in ribeye area 
between parents progeny at a constant 
age endpoint.

Fat Thickness EPD (FAT) Fat 
thickness is measured at the 12th 
rib and is the primary component to 
the USDA Yield Grade equation. Fat 
thickness has a negative relationship 
to cutability; therefore, selection base 
on decreased fat thickness should 
result in lower yield grades and leaner 
cattle given the same age endpoint. Fat 
Thickness EPD are expressed in inches 
and are a predictor of differences in fat 
thickness between parent’s progeny at 
an age constant endpoint.

Marbling Score EPD (MARB) 
Marbling is a measure of the amount 
of intramuscular fat in the ribeye 
muscle. Marbling score is the primary 
component of USDA Quality grade 
and selection for increased Marbling 
Score EPD should result in cattle with 
higher quality grades at the same age 
endpoints. Marbling score has a small 
genetic correlation with fat; therefore, 
producers may select for increased 
marbling score EPD while not changing 
external fat thickness when cattle are 
harvested at the same age-constant 
endpoint. Marbling EPD is a prediction 
of the differences in the USDA marbling 
score between parent’s progeny at 
an age constant endpoint. Marbling is

expressed in the same units as the USDA 
Marbling Score. 

Ultrasound measurements of purebred 
breeding cattle, taken at a year of age, 
are used as a correlated trait to calculate 
carcass EPDs. Both real carcass data and 
ultrasound measurements contribute to 
today’s carcass genetic evaluations. 

Together, these traits determine how 
cattle perform on the rail and what 
premiums, or discounts, producers 
receive – and together is how they should 
be evaluated. Rather than chase each 
trait individually, Allan recommends the 
Terminal Sire Index (TSI). 

“If I’m retaining ownership, TSI is very 
important to me. It already weights carcass 
and growth traits in a way that drives 
profi tability,” Allan says. 

TSI combines multiple measures into 
one value, simplifying selection and 
keeping producers focused on overall 
return. High-TSI bulls tend to sire calves 
that gain effi ciently, hang heavy carcasses, 
and hit quality grids.

“The future is going to reward pounds 
of red meat not just overall carcass weight, 
regardless of hide color or quality grade,” 
he adds. “For example, two carcasses can 
hang at the same weight, but because 
of differences in fat and bone yield, one 
carcass has a higher overall red meat 
yield.”

Additionally, TSI plays a role verifying 
the level of the genetics contributing to 
the CharAdvantage feeder calf marketing 
program. AICA CharAdvantage program 
verifi es the age, source, and genetics 
of Charolais-infl uenced feeder calves, 
providing peace of mind to buyers and a 
premium marketing opportunity for sellers. 

Allan encourages producers to think 
of EPDs as predictions of genetic merit 
rather than guarantees. By selecting sires 
with strong calving ease, growth, maternal, 
and carcass profi les, and establishing 
and utilizing thresholds for their herd, 
commercial producers can stack the deck 
in their favor. 

“EPDs, especially GE-EPDs offer a way 
to manage risk, control costs and build a 
cow herd that can withstand the volatility 
of today’s markets.,” he says.

 
 

Over the past three decades, the tools we use to predict the genetic 
potential of cattle have improved dramatically. When EPDs were fi rst 
introduced in the late 1980s, they were calculated with relatively 
small databases, limited computing power and models that were still 
in their infancy. Today’s improved statistical models, larger data sets 
and advancements in computers have created a tool in EPDs that no 
commercial cattle producer should purchase an animal without. 

One of the most important advancements we’ve seen in recent 
years is the integration of genomics. By combining DNA information 
with traditional pedigree and performance records, we create 
Genomically Enhanced EPDs (GE-EPDs). The addition provides 
producers with more predictive power. The more information – the 
more data – we feed into the model, the more accurate the prediction 
becomes; GE-EPDs put the information needed to make more 
informed decisions in the hands of commercial producers, decisions 
that affect profi tability for years to come. 

The discussion of accuracy is also important. The term isn’t about 
being “right” or “wrong.” Accuracy values give us an indication of how 
close our estimates are to an animal’s true genetic value. Accuracy 
values are extremely useful to breeders in determining the reliability 
of an EPD. An accuracy value can range from 0.0 to 1.0, depending on 
the amount of information that is known about an animal for any one 
of the reported traits. As the amount of information included in the 
analysis of a trait for an animal increases, the accuracy value for that 
trait increases accordingly. 

An EPD can change from year to year even though it may have a 
high level of accuracy. The point to remember is that the expected 
change of an EPD with a high ACC is correspondingly less than those 
of an EPD with a lower ACC value. 

Genomics has signifi cantly reduced the likelihood of big shifts 
in traits like birth weight or carcass merit. For example, a bull 
without genomic information may see his birth weight EPD change 
substantially once calves hit the ground. With genomics, that swing 
is far less likely, because his genetic prediction is anchored by DNA 
evidence in addition to pedigree and performance. 

Technology will continue to evolve, and with it, the accuracy of 
our predictions. For commercial producers, I hope the choice is clear: 
utilize the tools you have available because at the end of the day, 
better information leads to better cattle.

($200.00 minus $191.66) than Sire A’s 
offspring.

If your market is selling feeder calves 
or retaining ownership, few breeds 
match Charolais for Weaning Weight 
(WW) and Yearling Weight (YW).

Weaning Weight EPD (WW) is the 
expected difference in average weaning 
weight of calves. The evaluation refl ects 
the genetic infl uence on pre-weaning 
growth rate. While Yearling Weight 
EPD (YW) is the expected difference in 
average yearling weight of progeny. The 
evaluation refl ects genetic infl uence on 
both pre-weaning and post-weaning 
growth rate.

 Allan notes that for his operation, 
more is always better, however, he 
cautions, “Charolais sires consistently 
add weight and performance – most 
all Charolais cattle are delivering extra 
weaning and yearling weight in relation 
to red meat yield,” he says. “For me, 
yearling weight is everything because I 
retain ownership and want the heaviest 
carcass weight I can get. But that 
works because I live in Iowa where feed 
resources aren’t limiting.” 

The lesson: don’t chase the biggest 
numbers without considering what your 
environment can sustain.

Profi tability often comes down to 
what happens at the packing plant, 
where carcass traits matter. 

Carcass 
Weight EPD 
(CW) is the 
expected 
progeny 

differences for Carcass Weight is a 
predictor of pounds of retail product 
at a constant age endpoint. Selection 
for increased values should result in 
heavier carcasses, while selection 
for decreased values should result in 
lighter carcass weights at the same 
age endpoint. Carcass Weight EPD are 
expressed in pounds and is a predictor 
of the differences in hot carcass weight 
between parents progeny at an age 
constant endpoint.

Ribeye Area EPD (REA) Ribeye area 
is measured from a cross-sectional 
area of the longissimus dorsi muscle 
at the 12th rib. Ribeye area is a major 
component of the USDA yield grade 
equation and selection for increased 
ribeye area should result in larger 
ribeye’s and lower yield grades between 
animals with the same carcass weight. 
Ribeye area has a positive relationship 
with weight, the larger the animal the 
larger the ribeye area. Ribeye Area EPD 
are expressed in square inches and is a 
predictor of differences in ribeye area 
between parents progeny at a constant 
age endpoint.

Fat Thickness EPD (FAT) Fat 
thickness is measured at the 12th 
rib and is the primary component to 
the USDA Yield Grade equation. Fat 
thickness has a negative relationship 
to cutability; therefore, selection base 
on decreased fat thickness should 
result in lower yield grades and leaner 
cattle given the same age endpoint. Fat 
Thickness EPD are expressed in inches 
and are a predictor of differences in fat 
thickness between parent’s progeny at 
an age constant endpoint.

Marbling Score EPD (MARB) 
Marbling is a measure of the amount 
of intramuscular fat in the ribeye 
muscle. Marbling score is the primary 
component of USDA Quality grade 
and selection for increased Marbling 
Score EPD should result in cattle with 
higher quality grades at the same age 
endpoints. Marbling score has a small 
genetic correlation with fat; therefore, 
producers may select for increased 
marbling score EPD while not changing 
external fat thickness when cattle are 
harvested at the same age-constant 
endpoint. Marbling EPD is a prediction 
of the differences in the USDA marbling 
score between parent’s progeny at 
an age constant endpoint. Marbling is

expressed in the same units as the USDA 
Marbling Score. 

Ultrasound measurements of purebred 
breeding cattle, taken at a year of age, 
are used as a correlated trait to calculate 
carcass EPDs. Both real carcass data and 
ultrasound measurements contribute to 
today’s carcass genetic evaluations. 

Together, these traits determine how 
cattle perform on the rail and what 
premiums, or discounts, producers 
receive – and together is how they should 
be evaluated. Rather than chase each 
trait individually, Allan recommends the 
Terminal Sire Index (TSI). 

“If I’m retaining ownership, TSI is very 
important to me. It already weights carcass 
and growth traits in a way that drives 
profi tability,” Allan says. 

TSI combines multiple measures into 
one value, simplifying selection and 
keeping producers focused on overall 
return. High-TSI bulls tend to sire calves 
that gain effi ciently, hang heavy carcasses, 
and hit quality grids.

“The future is going to reward pounds 
of red meat not just overall carcass weight, 
regardless of hide color or quality grade,” 
he adds. “For example, two carcasses can 
hang at the same weight, but because 
of differences in fat and bone yield, one 
carcass has a higher overall red meat 
yield.”

Additionally, TSI plays a role verifying 
the level of the genetics contributing to 
the CharAdvantage feeder calf marketing 
program. AICA CharAdvantage program 
verifi es the age, source, and genetics 
of Charolais-infl uenced feeder calves, 
providing peace of mind to buyers and a 
premium marketing opportunity for sellers. 

Allan encourages producers to think 
of EPDs as predictions of genetic merit 
rather than guarantees. By selecting sires 
with strong calving ease, growth, maternal, 
and carcass profi les, and establishing 
and utilizing thresholds for their herd, 
commercial producers can stack the deck 
in their favor. 

“EPDs, especially GE-EPDs offer a way 
to manage risk, control costs and build a 
cow herd that can withstand the volatility 
of today’s markets.,” he says.

 
 

Over the past three decades, the tools we use to predict the genetic 
potential of cattle have improved dramatically. When EPDs were fi rst 
introduced in the late 1980s, they were calculated with relatively 
small databases, limited computing power and models that were still 
in their infancy. Today’s improved statistical models, larger data sets 
and advancements in computers have created a tool in EPDs that no 
commercial cattle producer should purchase an animal without. 

One of the most important advancements we’ve seen in recent 
years is the integration of genomics. By combining DNA information 
with traditional pedigree and performance records, we create 
Genomically Enhanced EPDs (GE-EPDs). The addition provides 
producers with more predictive power. The more information – the 
more data – we feed into the model, the more accurate the prediction 
becomes; GE-EPDs put the information needed to make more 
informed decisions in the hands of commercial producers, decisions 
that affect profi tability for years to come. 

The discussion of accuracy is also important. The term isn’t about 
being “right” or “wrong.” Accuracy values give us an indication of how 
close our estimates are to an animal’s true genetic value. Accuracy 
values are extremely useful to breeders in determining the reliability 
of an EPD. An accuracy value can range from 0.0 to 1.0, depending on 
the amount of information that is known about an animal for any one 
of the reported traits. As the amount of information included in the 
analysis of a trait for an animal increases, the accuracy value for that 
trait increases accordingly. 

An EPD can change from year to year even though it may have a 
high level of accuracy. The point to remember is that the expected 
change of an EPD with a high ACC is correspondingly less than those 
of an EPD with a lower ACC value. 

Genomics has signifi cantly reduced the likelihood of big shifts 
in traits like birth weight or carcass merit. For example, a bull 
without genomic information may see his birth weight EPD change 
substantially once calves hit the ground. With genomics, that swing 
is far less likely, because his genetic prediction is anchored by DNA 
evidence in addition to pedigree and performance. 

Technology will continue to evolve, and with it, the accuracy of 
our predictions. For commercial producers, I hope the choice is clear: 
utilize the tools you have available because at the end of the day, 
better information leads to better cattle.
